RUNNER PRICE - remains firm until 5th March 2012 (excluding Freight, GST and Levies).

ORDER DEPOSIT - $50 per one thousand plants. 
This deposit must be sent with a completed and signed 2012 Order Form. 

FINAL PAYMENT - Balance of total value of order (including GST and Levies) payable by the due date on invoice (prior to dispatch of plants). Q.S.G.A Disputes Notification and Resolution process applies.

PAYMENT METHODS
Deposit and final payments must be made by either sending a crossed cheque, money order or direct deposit payable to: Sweet’s Strawberry Runners Pty Ltd, MS 312, Stanthorpe, QLD, 4380.  For Direct Deposit bank account details, please refer to the Order Form.

1.	Receipt of Order Form by Sweet’s Strawberry Runners does not necessarily mean acceptance of the order. Before delivery, Sweet’s Strawberry Runners reserves the right to accept the order in whole or in part at any time prior to delivery.

2.	Deposit paid will not be refunded, should the order be reduced or cancelled.

3.	Sweet’s Strawberry Runners reserve the right to withhold any order or dispatch of runners should the grower fail to have paid any outstanding balance on their account, or if the deposit and final payment have not yet been received in full.

4.	Sweet’s Strawberry Runners will endeavor to meet it’s projected times of delivery and quantity but will not accept responsibility for delay, or failure to deliver, or for damage, or loss in any way from any cause beyond the control of Sweet’s Strawberry Runners.

5.	Freight is ultimately the responsibility of the purchaser.

6.	Sweet’s Strawberry Runners will replace with other plants (subject to availability) or refund the cost of (at the purchaser’s request) any part of the order unable to be supplied as requested.

7.	Any plants found to be out of grade and in a condition unsuitable for planting will be replaced or refunded (at the purchaser’s request) if inspected and condemned by QDPI (or other agreed inspector) and returned to Sweet’s Strawberry Runners within two working days after receipt by purchaser.



NON-PROPAGATION AGREEMENT CONDITIONS

1.	The purchaser of the strawberry runners agrees and covenants that the runners will be grown only for the production of fruit and WILL NOT under any circumstance attempt to undertake the propagation in any form of any of the plants supplied by Sweet’s Strawberry Runners.

2.	The planting material supplied by Sweet’s Strawberry Runners to the purchaser will not be sold, transferred, leased, hired, bartered, given, shared or in any way parted with.

3.	All plants supplied are subject to protection by the Australian Plant Breeders Rights Act and the regulations therein.  A brief summary of the Plant Breeders rights Act are included in part in this Agreement but in no way constitute a total interpretation of the Act.  The purchaser should seek legal advice of their solicitor or other appropriate legal representative for any variance to growing the plants solely for fruit.

4.	A purchaser of the plants shall not sell, lease, let or give the land or lands containing any or all of the plants unless the new owner, lessee or possessor of the land enters into this total agreement of Non Propagation.

5.	Sweet’s Strawberry Runners, its authorized agents, or the owner of the Plant Rights, shall have the rights to enter any land or area used by the purchaser for the supplied plants between 7am and 6pm on any day and from time to time for the purpose of determining whether the purchaser is breaching the Plant Breeders Rights Act.  Refusal by the purchaser to allow such entry shall be “prima facie” evidence without further proof that the purchaser has contravened the Plant Breeders Rights Act.

6.	The purchaser of these strawberry runners agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and defend Sweet’s Strawberry Runners against all liabilities, costs, damages, claims and losses arising out of or from any breach of the purchaser to this Agreement to the extent permitted by law under the Trade Practices Act.

7.	Other than any warrantees implied under the Trade Practices Act, 1974(or other law), Sweet’s Strawberry Runners make no claims and warranties of the suitability of the runners to the extent permitted by law, and shall have no liability to the runner purchaser for any failure of the plants except as required by Queensland Strawberry Growers Association’s “Dispute Notification and Resolution Process.”
